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The Opposition very much regrets the tone and the content of the statement
issued by Housing Minister Fabian Vinet against our housing spokesman Charles
Bruzon. It is not worth an answer.

Mr Vinet is normally a very reasonable, helpful and friendly person and the
vicious attack launched on Mr Bruzon, in his name, is totally out of character.
